Data Teams

This one day seminar will provide educators with an efficient structure and process for developing teacher teams to use common formative assessments as a decision making tool for effective teaching strategies in an ongoing collaborative effort to raise student achievement.

· Data Team training supports and/or advances any existing “professional learning communities” efforts by offering a decision-making process that allows teachers to engage in thoughtful discussions about what data to collect and how, what strategies to use and implement, what groups of students or individuals to target, how to advance student learning, and to truly know if their teaching efforts resulted in increased learning. 
· At the grade or content level, teachers collaboratively analyze data from common formative assessments, identify strengths and weaknesses in student learning and determine instructional strategies that will best address their students’ learning objectives. 
· Teachers reconvene to analyze the effectiveness of the instructional strategies selected and implemented at the previous data team meeting by examining common assessments. Teachers analyze their own instructional knowledge and construct staff development plans to address these deficits. School and District Data Teams are also used to develop and monitor school and/or district improvement plans.
